Have you 

ever wondered if God is calling you 

to some form of ministry? Do you 

find yourself drawn to the Bible, to 

explore it, to teach it, to tell others 

about Jesus? Do you think about be-

ing a youth worker, working in mis-

sion, teaching children, being a 

church pastor, getting into evangel-

ism, doing pastoral care in the local 

church? 

Come and spend a day together to 

explore these vital questions for all 

our congregations.
