Here are some of the items 

which were discussed for the con-

gregation‟s information and ac-

tion. 

¶ Profession of faith. Session 

was greatly encouraged by the fact 

that six of our young people have 

expressed their desire to do their 

public profession of faith. They 

have all been extensively inter-

viewed and session presents them 

to the congregation: Andreas 

Britz, Callin & Mega Meyer, 

Jacques Nel, Lindi van Rhijn, 

Ruan Vlok. If there are no lawful 

objections their profession will 

occur during the morning service 

of 3rd May. 

¶ Session chairman. Frans Wes-

sels has accepted the role as chair-

man of the meetings of session. 

¶ Associate Minister. Corrie Nel 

has settled in well in his role as 

the Associate Minister for pastoral  

care. Session received another  

report of the various visits he has 

made in the congregation. His first 

three monthly review is due to be 

tabled at the May meeting of Ses-

sion. 

¶ Cherrybrook. Session re-

ceived reports on the proposal to 

have a preaching post of our 

church in the Hills District. It was 

decided to ask the Action Com-

mittee to do a detailed feasibility 

study delineating the: who, what, 

when, where and how of the pro-

posal so the congregation can see 

how it will work and decide on 

proceeding. 

¶ Growing Together. Session 

received a status report on how the 

GT team is doing in pulling to-

gether the six week program in 

our congregation. The elders com-

mended the team for its volume of 

work done to date, with our own 

devotions book, children and 

youth materials, logo design etc 

all coming to completion. 

 

¶ Pastoral. Reports were re-

ceived on visits made, including 

those of new families to our 

church. The pastoral contacts re-

veal that the economic down turn 

is also impacting our church fami-

lies, with numerous folk con-

cerned about job security, even 

job loss. We need to be in prayer 

and support for each other. 

Elders’ districts. These have now 

been finalized (as best can be in 

an ever changing congregation). 

The districts now incorporate the 

Pastoral Partners, such that each 

elder has been assigned a pastoral 

care worker and/or deacon with 

their pastoral partners and this 

team forms the elder‟s district. 

The elders will be following up 

soon to get to know all those in 

their district as well as encoura- 

ging participation in the Growing 

Together program (elders district 

discussions after the morning  

worship) 
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
