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Welcome to the gathering of the
brothers and sisters of our Lord
Jesus, you and you and me too.
We are welcomed by our Father in
heaven Himself and soon we will
hear His greeting as we focus our
hearts and minds now to worship
Him!

A word of welcome, too, to Rev
John Zuidema today, who is here
this morning after Synod ended
this past week. John leads the ser-
vice here as Leo goes to Wam-
beral to preach there, as part of a
post-Synod Classis swap. John’s
morning sermon is titled: God es-
tablishes His Kingdom” and this
evening, “Tell the truth.”.

Pastoral

We live in the bussiest times ever
experienced by people. And the
busier we get, the more frantic
things become, the more we panic
and try and find ways to cope.
Martin Luther had a handle on
such situations even in his times.
He soon realized, he said, that he
was far “... too busy NOT to
pray.” See the difference, not too
busy to pray, but too busy NOT to
pray.

It is as we make time for prayer
that we come to understand that
we live in God’s world more
clearly. As we come to realize that
we live in God’s world, not a man-
made world, we realize that He is
in control. As we discover while
we pray that He is in control, we
learn to trust again, and to obey
again, and as this happens, we re-
gain control of our anxieties, our
fears and worries. May it be so

that the busier we get, the more
we will pray, never the other way
around!

Our prayers this week should in-
clude those we become aware of
as suffering specific hardship or
confusion or sadness or loneliness.
In that regard we might consider
praying for our youth, who live in
times trying to make sense of a
world that often seems to go
against everything even remotely
Christian. Pray for our young peo-
ple that they will get to know the
power and the peace of living their
lives in the Fathers heart.

Let’s pray for parents, who strug-
gle to show their children the way.
And as we pray for them, let us
pray for strength to encourage one
another, all those who have chil-
dren in these days. May God give
strength and wisdom to cope with
a seemingly ever changing world,
holding on to the eternal truths of
our Father.

Pray for the people of broken rela-
tionships, husbands and wives
who are not speaking to one an-
other, have left each other or are
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considering leaving each other.
Let us remind ourselves and each
other in love that our relationships
are precious—the very essence of
Christianity, and pray for strength
to forgive, and to be forgiven.

Let’s pray for those who are start-
ing to feel or are feeling the
strains of the results of job cuts.
May we be reminded in Word and
in spirit that God even looks after
the lilies of the field and the birds
in the trees. Then let us focus our
efforts on the opportunities and
blessings of this day rather than
worry about that day which has
not arrived yet.
