Outreach is first of all 

about how we live in our commu-

nities, in the work place, with our 

friends, how we act in our homes  

 

etc. So the question is what is it 

that our every day ordinary lives 

are saying about God and what He 

is like. It‟s not a question of per-

fection, but about humility and 

grace.
