GROWING TOGETHER
Why should we be growing together’? Why the emphasis on ‘community’.

Well, community is really an expression of the ‘one another’ commands. There are 58 ‘one another’
commands in the New Testament, such as love one another, welcome one another, submit to one another,
etc. Community happens when we are practicing these one another commands, both in the giving and
receiving. But we have to be honest and say that being a community who practices these ‘one another’
commands is difficult in a church like ours scattered over so many suburbs with so many new people. This
is where small groups are so important for the GROWING TOGETHER program and for the ongoing life
of our congregation. Small groups are really ‘the church in manageable size’. It’s where community
happens in its purest from. It’s where we have the best opportunity to be ‘growing together’. In small
groups we get to know a limited number of people in a more intimate way. It’s in the small groups we get
the best opportunity to practice the ‘one another’ commands.
